· Take down any diseased trees along shorelines
· Request for Room Tax Grant  turned down
· No word back from city on coordinating dam repairs
· AECOM inspection will be occurring again soon
· Finally received DNR letter for Harvesting permit good thru end of 2027

Shoreline Study Presentation:
Andrew Senderhauf presented on the recent shoreline study conducted on McDill Pond. The study graded each lot on proper seepage. Proper seepage for Wisconsin lake properties involves maintaining a 35-foot natural vegetation buffer, limiting impervious surfaces to 15-30% within 300 feet of the water. Lakes require managing these factors to protect water quality and handle natural water level fluctuations. There is no plan to release the study at this time as it is intended for future planning, but you can request information on your own property.

Fundraising:
· A group of residents are volunteering to run the bingo event at Riverfront Rendezvous this year. The money raised will be donated to the Lake District. Those interested in volunteering please reach out to Carrie Freeberg at cafree67@yahoo.com.
· This is not an official lake district function.

Dam:

· Engineering costs are estimated at $43,000 to repair dam seepage.
· City would like to phase out maintenance responsibility over the next five years.
· The city has not responded to Krista’s requests on engineering oversight for dam repairs.
· Due to this, we will have to wait until after the next inspection to determine if the dam still requires repairs.

Water Treatment
· Muckbiotics:
· Lake District will buy 10 bags for treatment of $3000
· Tests with muckbiotics will take place in the small channel around Sena Island (44.508559, -89.549410) and Riverwoods West Pool (44.501807, -89.553881). These tests will determine future viability of decreasing chemical treatments for algae and weed control by increasing usage of muckbiotics.
· At this time negotiations on discounts with supplier were still underway so no 2026 price per bag had been determined.
· As water treatment budget was already decided, this was a non-voting item.
· Aerator Rebate:
· As part of the water treatment budget, Krista had proposed a $500 rebate check to homeowners at the end of the season for a Kasco aerator purchase.
· Aerator must be running for 8 hours a day for 2/3 of the day from 6/1 – 8/31.
· Can ask for an extension/reconsider if pump broke/had to send in.
· Electrical and Installation are up to homeowner.
· After discussion, board agreed that the $500 rebate could go to the first 10 homeowners to apply, but would also include circulators and underwater aerators. The aerators must be Kasco and at least ¾ horsepower, and that the devices must be installed by June 1st.
· As water treatment budget was already decided, this was a non-voting item.
· Chemical Treatment:
· The remaining funds of $23,000 will be used for chemical treatment.
